BRUSH CONTROL MANAGEMENT PROCESS 

 
                      Target 
                    Timeline 

CME continually updates brush control mowing map by marking the routes 
that have received brush control mowing during a given quarter of the calendar 
year.  This will be accomplished by using four colored highlighters each 
representing one quarter of the calendar year; the map will have a legend 
designating the color and its respective quarter of the calendar year.  The 
exception to this is New Hanover County which will maintain a marked map 
showing the routes that received brush control mowing during the previous fall 
and winter season.  These maps will be kept at County Maintenance Yard. 

Continuously 

Roadside Environmental will visit each county maintenance yard, view brush 
control mowing maps, and have discussions with CME to plan for brush 
control herbicide applications to occur during the August to October 
application window. 

June 

Roadside performs brush control herbicide applications. Aug. – Oct. 

Roadside Environmental will visit each county maintenance yard, view brush 
control mowing maps, and have discussions with CME to plan for dormant 
stem herbicide applications to occur during the January to March application 
window. 

November 

Roadside marks map of routes that received brush control herbicide 
applications and dormant stem herbicide applications and provides map to 
CME.  CME attaches herbicide application map to the brush control mowing 
map for review by those in charge of brush control mowing. 

April 

Roadside performs dormant stem herbicide applications. 
 Jan. - March
