Minutes of the April 19, 2000 Recycled Products and Solid Waste 




Utilization Task Force

The Recycled Products and Solid Waste Utilization Task Force met on Wednesday, April 19, 2000 in the Design Services Conference room.  Those present were:  Sandra Nance, Administrator’s Office; Bryce Clodfelter, Deputy Administrator’s Office; Moy Biswas, Research and Development; Clark Morrison, Pavement Management; Charles Tomlinson, Roadside Environmental; Azam Azimi, Frankie Draper, Dale Frantz and Marie Sutton, Design Services;  Tom Rhodes, DENR DPPEA; and Ron Alexander, R. Alexander Associates/NCDENR/DPPEA.

The following items were discussed:

Compost – Ron Alexander gave a presentation on the various processes and uses of compost.  Ron is working with NCDENR, DPPEA to do an educational program across the state about composting.  There are new applications for roadsides and Ron offered his technical assistance along with contacts of companies where various composts are available.  Charles Tomlinson and Derek Smith will meet with Ron Alexander to further discuss these uses which include erosion control and wetland mitigation.

Scrap Tires – The tire chips have begun to be delivered to the Catawba County Project that was let in June, 1999.  The contract originally specified 8,327 cubic meters but since the beginning grade elevation is higher than originally thought, this quantity has been reduced to approximately 6,500 cubic meters.  Several loads of the chips failed to meet the size requirement of the NCDOT specifications and a $1 per cubic meter price reduction has been requested from the supplier for the chips that are out of specs. 

The NCDOT has been asked to review its current specifications and increase the material size to match that specified in the 1997 Design Guidelines to Minimize Internal Heating of Tire Shred Fills.  The guidelines were prepared by an ad hoc civil engineering committee that evaluated the tire fill fires in Washington and other states.  The guidelines state that “All tires shall be shredded such that the largest shred is the lessor of one quarter circle in shape or 0.6 m in length; and at least one sidewall shall be severed from the tire shred.”  The Task Force members were asked to review the guidelines and submit their response to the chairperson or coordinator.

Safe Lane – Safe Lane is a median barrier made from a recycled rubber base and recycled plastic delineators.  This product has been installed at railroad crossings in two locations – 200 LF on Ellis Road in Durham and 140 LF on Maynard Street in Cary.  A third installation is planned near Thomasville and future installations will depend on the performance of the product at these three locations.   The product will be monitored for a one-year period and a final recommendation will be made to the New Products Evaluation Committee.  

NC Project Green – The second Environmental Sustainability event is scheduled for Friday, April 28 at the Halifax Mall in downtown Raleigh from 10 – 3.  The various state agencies will exhibit their environmental sustainability efforts.  

Public Roads Article – The NCDOT’s recycling and waste reduction efforts will be featured in the July/August, 2000 issue of Public Roads.  A special thanks was given to Ashley Memory, Public Relations Officer for her assistance in putting the article together.  

Coal Fly Ash – Approximately 67,000 cubic meters of coal fly ash will be incorporated into the embankment fills for the US 17 Wilmington Bypass.  This project, R-2633CA,  is located within ½ mile from CP&L’s Sutton plant.

Use of Broken Brick, Block and Concrete – The Department is reviewing the possibility of using broken brick, block and concrete as fill material on a portion of US 15/501 that is being widened in Orange County.  Marie Sutton is coordinating this effort with the Orange County landfill.  

Future Meeting Dates – The next Recycled Products and Solid Waste Utilization Task Force meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, June 21 at 8:00 a.m.  The location for the meeting will be announced at a later date.  
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
