Waste Utilization Task Force

The Recycled Products and Solid Waste Utilization Task Force met on Wednesday, December 15, 1999 at 8:00 a.m. in the Design Services Conference Room.  Those present were: Sandy Nance, Chairperson, Administrator’s Office; Charles Tomlinson, Roadside Environmental; Jack Cowsert, Materials and Tests; Pat Strong, Research and Development; Tom Rhodes, NCDENR, DPPEA; Frankie Draper and Marie Sutton, Design Services.

1999 Fiscal Year Recycling Report – Copies of the 1999 Recycling report are available on the NCDOT’s website and hard copies are available if anyone would like copies to distribute at conferences, meetings, etc.  

Better Roads Article – The Raleigh Outerloop Project was featured in the November 1999 edition of Better Roads and several requests for additional information have been received from other states. 

Boxes for Loop Counts – Pat Strong reported that they are currently conducting a study with electronic closed loop traffic count systems.  The information can be retrieved electronically and would be a cost saving for the Department by requiring less manpower for the traffic counts.  

Chipped Tires – Blythe Construction has submitted a change order for project R-2248 AC/AD in Mecklenburg County to include the use of chipped tires in the embankment fills.  This project requires 1.5 million cubic meters of borrow.  Sandy Nance stated she would let the Task Force know once the change order is finalized.

Habitat for Humanity – Various members of the Task Force visited the Wake County Habitat for Humanity office in Raleigh recently.  Sandy Nance stated she would draft a letter for John Williamson’s signature with a listing of the Habitat locations for all Right of Way offices to encourage participation in the program when there are houses available.  

Plastic Traffic Barrel Recycling – Marie Sutton reported that Jim Kellenberger of Traffic Engineering is working with a company who can recycle damaged traffic barrels into new barrels.  The company, Radiator Specialty, recycles the whole barrel, including the reflective sheeting, so there is zero waste.  Jim Kellenberger is coordinating the collection of barrels across the state to a central location so they can be delivered to the manufacturer for processing.

Continuous Process Improvement (CPI) Awards – The Recycled Products and Solid Waste Utilization Task Force received an award for its work on the Raleigh Outerloop Recycling Pilot Project.  It was discovered through the CPI entries that there are recycling projects done by field personnel that are not being submitted for the yearly recycling report to the legislature.  It was stated that the Maintenance representative for the Task Force could help with making its personnel aware of the reporting process.  Marie also stated that giving presentations in the Division offices may help new personnel understand what needs to be reported and how to report it on the computer program.

Green Rest Area – Charles Tomlinson stated that the project is scheduled for the 2002 letting.  

BTR Automotive Sealing Systems – Tom Rhodes brought samples of rubber waste from the manufacture of car door jams, windshield seals, etc.  The Task Force felt the scrap had merit as a highway embankment fill material.  Marie will look for a project in close proximity to Reidsville where the manufacturer is located for a potential test site.  

Senate Bill 953:  Ambient Air Quality Improvements – Marie Sutton distributed copies of Senate Bill 953 for informational purposes since a portion of the bill addresses transportation planning.

Alternate Materials as Fines in Portland Cement – Pat Strong reported on research being conducted with NCSU because of a shortage of suitable natural sand.  There are three sources of alternative materials and a final report should be out in February.  Pat will keep the Task Force informed if there is something relating to recycling in the report.  

Future Meeting Dates – The Recycled Products and Solid Waste Utilization meeting dates for 2000 are:  February 16, April 19, June 21, August 16, October 18 and December 13.  All meetings are scheduled to begin at 8:00 a.m. in the Design Services Large Conference room in Century Center Building B in Raleigh.

There being no other items of business, the meeting was adjourned.
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
