Solid Waste Utilization Task Force

The Recycled Products and Solid Waste Utilization Task Force met on Wednesday, December 19, 2001 in the Design Services large conference room.  Those in attendance were:  Sandy Nance, Chairperson, Administrator’s Office; David Smith, Preconstruction; Tom Rhodes, DPPEA; Jerry Blackwelder, Pavement Management; Charles Tomlinson, Roadside Environmental; Jack Cowsert, Materials and Tests; Moy Biswas, Research and Analysis; Dale Frantz, Frankie Draper and Marie Sutton, Design Services.

2002 Meeting Dates - The Task Force Meetings for 2002 are scheduled for February 20, April 17, June 19, August 21, October 16 and December 18.  All meetings will begin at 8:00 a.m. in the Design Services Large conference room unless otherwise notified.  

October 2001 Meeting Minutes - There were several comments submitted in regards to the 2001 Meeting Minutes:  

· Traffic Drum Recycling - Victor Barbour had asked about the price difference in recycled traffic drums vs. virgin material drums.  The price is expected to be about $4 more per drum in the beginning of the program because currently the only company who has the facilities to process the damaged drums is located in Virginia.  Once the recycling program gets underway, they hope to build a processing plant in North Carolina.  This should reduce the shipping and handling costs associated with recycling the drums.   Meredith McDiarmid of Traffic Engineering is coordinating this effort and plans to present this to the AGC/DOT Roadway Subcommittee for their feedback.  The drum recycler was also informed that some start up money might be available through DENR if this program materializes.  

· Stump Grinding – Victor also inquired about the recording of the quantity of stump grinding on TIP projects if it is not specified in the contracts.  At this time the only way to document these quantities is if the field personnel record it on the Recycled Products Computerized database.  To date, no data on stump grinding has been submitted except through the CPI process.

· Signs noting recycled material usage – The Task Force had suggested placing signs on the Wade Avenue project noting the reuse of wood waste and compost applied on the slopes.  Steve DeWitt advised that the Construction Unit is currently trying to reduce the number of signs on roads and bridges and this would counter to that effort.  

· Rubber Mulch – Steve DeWitt had concerns that the rubber mulch around the Transportation building being swept into the streets could get into the storm drains.  Roadside Environmental is looking into areas where the rubber mulch can be effectively used.

· Use of Recycled Materials – In future recycling projects, the Construction Unit and the Division Office will be notified of recycled materials being included prior to the project being let to contract.

Fly Ash Utilization, R-2633CA – The contractor has requested to utilize additional fly ash on this project.  The Resident’s Office stated that this would be allowed only at the contract borrow price.  The Division Office has stated the use of the fly ash has worked very well and plans are to include the material on the next section of R-2633, which will be closer to the fly ash supplier.

New Products Update – Dale Frantz presented a pervious concrete by Unicon.  Charles Tomlinson stated that this is something Roadside Environmental might be able to utilize in rest areas and maintenance facilities.  The pervious concrete is installed in parking areas only, not on the driving surface.  This allows the storm water to slowly filter through the pavement.  A demonstration is scheduled for the week of January 27.  The Task Force members will be notified of the exact date and location if they would like to attend.

2001 Fiscal Year Recycling Report – The 2001 fiscal year report was sent out, but there are some minor changes still being made.  Corrected copies will be available on the Design Services, Recycling Information website.  It was suggested to have the website referenced  “In The Loop” and on Distribution A for all DOT employees to be made aware of how to access it.

Green Rest Area – Charles Tomlinson stated that the exact location for the rest area in Haywood County has not been selected.  Charles suggested another project with a more predictable schedule be selected for a demonstration project.  Asheville was suggested as a good location for this type project if one is coming up in the near future.

NC Project Green Event – The Task Force was asked for any comments about the past NC Project Green Event that was held on the Halifax Mall downtown on October 24.  One suggestion was to move the event to the Capital Building grounds so it would be more centralized for all state employees working downtown.  Having more food vendors available was suggested so employees could eat lunch while visiting the different exhibits.  

Adjournment – There being no other items of business for discussion, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, February 20 at 8:00 a.m. in the  Design Services Conference room.  By copy of this letter, all interested parties are invited to attend.
