Solid Waste Utilization Task Force Meeting

The Recycled Products and Solid Waste Utilization Task Force met on Wednesday, June 20, 2001 at 8:00 a.m. in the Design Services Conference room.  Those in attendance were:  Sandra Nance, Chairperson, Administrator’s Office; Jack Cowsert, Materials and Tests Unit; Jerry Blackwelder, Pavement Management; John Sharp, Support Services; Charles Tomlinson, Roadside Environmental; Azam Azim, Dale Frantz, Frankie Draper and Marie Sutton, Design Services; Tom Rhodes, DENR DPPEA; Gerry Sutton, Department of Commerce; and Terry Crouthamel, Paving Technologies LLC.

Plasphalt – Terry Crouthamel of Paving Technologies LLC described the use of recycled plastics in asphalt mix designs.  Currently, the recycled plastics are being processed in New Mexico and California.  A processing plant is in the planning stages for Pennsylvania.  The New Products Evaluation Committee will evaluate the use of this material for NCDOT highway construction projects.  

Recycled Plastic Guardrail Offset Blocks – The Construction Unit was asked to consider specifying the use of recycled plastic offset blocks on all safety projects.  Bill Moyers stated that there have been problems with finding suppliers and the cost is higher than wood blocks.   Azam Azimi stated that he has contacted some of the block suppliers and  felt some of these issues could be resolved as the users are in the increase.  Bill Moyers will be invited to attend the August Task Force meeting to discuss this item further.

2001 Fiscal Year Recycling Report – Marie Sutton stated that the fiscal year ends June 30 and all recycling quantities need to be turned in as soon as possible.  NCDOT’s report is due to DENR by October 1 and the full report to the Legislature is due January 30, 2002. 

Scrap Tires – Marie Sutton reported that 2.1 million scrap tires were specified into contracts during the 2001 fiscal year.  The quantity was higher than usual to make up for the low quantity specified during the 2000 fiscal year.  Gerry Sutton stated that DENR has requested proposals for using scrap tires in value-added products.  The proposals are due June 30 and the results should be announced in July.  This use of scrap tires could possibly result in the utilization of all the scrap tires generated in North Carolina in the future.

FHWA Environmental Excellence Award – Azam Azimi accepted the Environmental Award for the Department in Washington, D.C. on April 20.  Azam showed portions of the videotaped ceremony related to the NCDOT Award.  

Meeting Dates – The next Recycled Products and Solid Waste Utilization Task Force meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, August 15, 2001 in the Design Services Conference Room at 8:00 a.m.  By copy of these minutes, all interested parties are invited to attend.

There being no other items of business, the meeting was adjourned.
