SUBJECT:			Minutes for the October 22, 1998 Recycled Products and Solid 					Waste Utilization Task Force Meeting





	The Recycled Products and Solid Waste Utilization Task Force met on Thursday, October 22, 1998 at 8:00 a.m. in the Design Services Conference room.  Those present were:  Sandy Nance, Administrator’s Office, Chairperson; Cecil Jones, Materials and Tests; Johnny Ransdell, Maintenance; David Stanley, Pavement Management; Bryce Clodfelter, Preconstruction; Charles Tomlinson, Roadside Environmental; Pat Strong, Research and Development; Azam Azimi, Frankie Draper, and Marie Casey, Design Services; Diane Minor Division of Pollution Prevention; David Bailey, Right of Way; and Steve Zulkosky, Habitat for Humanity.





	Sandy Nance opened the meeting by introducing David Bailey who will be working with Habitat for Humanity on selecting houses on DOT right of way that could be donated for deconstruction or stripping.





	Municipal Sludge and Animal Waste Utilization - There had been some concern that Roadside Environmental had plans to discontinue the use of municipal sludges and animal wastes in their operatoins.  Charles Tomlinson stated that the quantities may have dropped off somewhat from previous years, but that was not an indication that they had plans to discontinue using these materials when cost effective and available.





	1998 Recycling Report - Copies of the 1998 Fiscal Year Recycling Reports were distributed for review.  Everyone was asked to let Marie Casey know of any discrepancies or other items that need to be reported.  David Stanley stated the use of polyester fibers in a hot mix in Pitt County was canceled after several unsuccessful attempts to get a uniform mix.  Johnny Ransdell stated that the Hot-in-Place asphalt paving that is currently being done was not shown on the fiscal report and would be a good item to include.  Sandy Nance stated that Len Sanderson had compiled a list of projects where this was done and she would forward a copy of it to Marie Casey.





	Fiber Cement Siding - Division 11 has investigated the use of fiber cement siding byproduct produced by ABTco., Inc. in Roaring River and has stated that it did not seem feasible for use as roadbed stabilization on unpaved roads.  Wade Hoke, Division Engineer, stated in a letter dated September 23, 1998, that the limited quantity of this material would make it impractical to set up a hauling operation.  Mr. Hoke further stated that it would be more beneficial for use as embankment fill by smaller construction companies in the area.   The New Products Evaluation Committee will be made aware of the findings of this task force so they can respond to the manufacturer.





	Friendly Glass by Andeza Pulverizer and Cellular Glass by Presnell Insulation Co. -   Cecil Jones stated that if the manufacturers of these products intend to utilize these materials in asphalt pavements they should submit a mix design and moisture sensitivity data for our review.  





	Ecowall by Econtract - This is a noise wall made from old tires, recycled mixed plastic, compost, construction rubble, used railroad lines and old skis.  The New Products Evaluation Committee has reviewed this product and submitted it to the Recycled Products Task Force for  comments.  After reviewing the information submitted, it was agreed that this is not a wall design the DOT should approve due to maintenance concerns, design questions and the failure of the manufacturer to provide adequate information.





Governor’s Award for Excellence in Waste Reduction in the Significant Achievement Category - Marie Casey stated that the Department has been chosen to receive the Governor’s Award for Excellence for its recycling efforts.  The awards will be presented October 29 at the Capitol.  Sandy Nance suggested that we contact Public Affairs and have them attend to take pictures or do an article.  Copies of the 1997 and 1998 Fiscal Year Reports will be sent to Secretary Tolson for his information.





Environmental Federation of North Carolina -  Marie Casey distributed brochures outlining the Environmental Federation which is a coalition of 26 nonprofit organizations, including the Carolina Recycling Association, which work locally to protect, maintain and renew North Carolina’s natural resources.  Employees have the option of making donations to the Environmental Federation through the State Employees Combined Campaign currently in progress.





Signs for Recycled Products - Sandy Nance asked if it would be possible to place signs on picnic tables, trash receptacles, and other items that the DOT has installed that are made from recycled materials.  Marie Casey will check into having small signs made that read “Made from Recycled Materials”.   





Habitat for Humanity - Sandy Nance explained to Steve Zulkosky how the DOT became interested in working with Habitat, which was through a News and Observer article showing the deconstruction of houses for re-use.  Steve stated that since they have limited warehouse space  they do more strip-outs (removing flooring, cabinets, doors, windows, mantelpieces, architectural items, basins, vanities, etc.).  These items are easily sold through their ReUse Center in Raleigh.  Sandy Nance stated that DOT employees would be given the opportunity to assist on a volunteer basis with the deconstruction or strip-outs of the houses donated by the DOT.  Steve stated that a strip-out can be completed in 1 - 5 days, where a deconstruction could take up to a month.   David Bailey stated that there is normally a month between the time a contract is let to the date the site is available for the contractor to begin work.  David Bailey stated the DOT does not have a lot of houses available at this time but he will send a list of houses that become available in Wake County to Steve for his consideration.  Diane Minor stated she would send information to David Bailey about the Preservation of North Carolina who is interested in moving older homes instead of letting them be torn down.  Diane also stated that there is a gentleman in Hillsborough that specializes in commercial deconstruction and he may be interested in some of the larger buildings the DOT may have.  The concern of asbestos abatement was discussed and it was stated the DOT has the buildings inspected whether the building is sold, moved or torn down.





Future Meeting Dates - The next Recycled Products and Solid Waste Utilization Task Force meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, December 16 at 9:00 a.m. in the Design Services Conference room.
