Please review the railroad agreement as it affects the Railroad’s track and operations, and let us know of your approval and/or comments.  In particular, please verify the railroad milepost as shown in the agreement and special provisions.

Please note that the North Carolina Attorney General’s office no longer allows handwritten or typed entries into blank spaces of Railroad Agreements with the state unless the person responsible for signing the Agreement initials and dates each entry.  Also, the use of “N/A” (not applicable) in blank spaces is no longer acceptable.  For blank spaces of the Agreement that do not apply, the appropriate portion of the sentence should be marked through, initialed, and dated by the responsible person signing the Agreement.

Attached are examples depicting what is acceptable to the Attorney General’s office.  The first example illustrates marking through, initialing, and dating the appropriate portion of the sentence when no changes in communication, signal and electric lines occur.  This example also depicts marking through, initialing, and dating the appropriate portion of the sentence where an easement sketch is not attached.  The second example illustrates filing-in, initialing, and dating the blanks when changes occur in communication, signal and electric lines and when easement sketches are provided.
