SHOULDER CONSTRUCTION
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Shoulder construction is the construction of a new shoulder due to moving ditches or widening embankments on the existing roadway.  Place earth material along the completed edge of pavement and construct shoulders as shown on the sketch map and/or as directed by the Engineer.  Backfill and compact the area to the satisfaction of the Engineer.  

Furnish all earth material for the construction of the shoulders.  Provide earth material that meets the approval of the Engineer.  No testing will be necessary.  

This work is defined as "Shoulder Construction" and the quantity of such work to be paid for will be the actual number of shoulder miles which have been constructed.  Measurement will be made along the surface of each shoulder and to the nearest 0.01 of a mile.  

The quantity of shoulder construction measured as provided above, will be paid for at the contract unit price per shoulder mile for "Shoulder Construction".  

Incidental stone will be paid for as provided in Article 545-6 of the Standard Specifications.

Seeding and mulching will be paid for as provided elsewhere in this contract.

Such price and payment will be full compensation for furnishing earth material, hauling, placing, compaction, and all incidentals necessary to complete construction of the shoulders.
