MUNICIPAL CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS

The information on this site is provided to assist municipal governments in the preparation of Proposals For Construction of highway and bridge projects in the State of North Carolina.

SP provisions may be accessed by clicking on the underlined letter number in the column along the left side.  These provisions are job specific and either supplement or supercede the 2006 Standard Specification Book.  These are the same provisions used by the NCDOT on typical highway construction projects.  

STANDARD PROVISIONS

Z-1
This provision is used as a cover sheet for projects requiring a permit.  As a minimum for most construction projects, the 404-U.S. Army Corp of Engineers permit and the 401-DENR Water Quality permit are required.

Z-2
Incorporates a General Statute into the contract concerning availability of funds and / or termination of the contract.

Z-3
Seed quality provision for the various grass seed mixes used by the Department.

Z-4
Errata to the 2006 Standard Specification Book.

Z-4a
The Plant and Pest Quarantine provision is used to regulate the spread of undesirable plants and insects between counties.

Z-5
This provision states the minimum wage paid on 100% state funded projects.

Z-6
Guarantee of non-discrimination when awarding contracts.

Z-7
Goals for Minority and Female participation for each NC County.

Z-8
Various contract provision requirements required by the Federal government (FHWA 1273).

Z-9
Add to FHWA 1273 if for Appalachian project.

Z-10
Provision for On-the-Job training.  Use of this provision is optional but recommended.
Z-11 & Z12
Lists minimum wage determinations for specific job classifications.  Choose the applicable provision based on the county the project is located in.

MISCELLANEOUS FORMS

MISC1
Award Limits is used for contractors who bid on multiple projects and wish to limit their participation to a specified dollar amount.

MISC2
On Federal Aid projects, contractors are required to submit a list of DBE subcontractors they anticipate utilizing to meet the goals set on the project.

MISC3
On State funded projects, contractors are required to submit a list of MB/WB subcontractors they anticipate utilizing to meet the goals set on the project.

MISC4
These sheets include Execution of Bid forms, Debarment sheets, and Gift Bans.  They are included as examples.

MISC5
For all projects, submission of Bid Bonds is a requirement.  These are included as examples.  Municipalities may use this or their own version.
MISC6
For projects with Payment or Performance Bonds.  These are included as examples.  Municipalities may use this or their own version.
MISC7
Signature sheet for contract execution.  Municipalities may use this or their own version.

SEED MIXES

There are six seed mixes used by the Department depending on the county.  These are included for those municipalities who are doing work within NCDOT right-of-way.  These are separate provisions from the seed quality provision (Z-3).  Check the County Seed Mix Chart to identify which seed mix to use.
These are identified as S-1 (East), S-2 (East Crimp), and S-2A (Div.3 Crimp), S-3 (West), S-4 (West ED), S-5 (West ED Crimp).
